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One of the company raises the Matzah plate, and all say:
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We praise You, Eternal One, for the bread that comes from the earth.
We praise You, Eternal One, for the Mitzvah of eating unleavened
bread.

All lean to the left and eat a piece of Matzah, the leader breaking
a piece from the upper Matzah and another from the remainder of
the middle one, and eating them together.

Leader:
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Because the Egyptians embittered the lives of our ancestors in
Egypr. As it is said: “They made life bitter for them with hard labor

at mortar and brick, and with every kind of field work; they drove
them in their work with utter ruthlessness.”
