After installing, your child can log on to the program at any time simply by inserting the disk into the CD-ROM drive and entering the same user name and password. If your computer is connected to the Internet while using the software, the program will remember where your child left off and it will track his or her progress. Your child can even email lesson summaries directly from the program to the teacher!
